What qualification does this course lead to?
The Triple Award Science will give students individual grades in Biology, Chemistry and Physics GCSE’s.

You will be able to take A levels in Biology, Chemistry and Physics if you achieve Grade 6 or above. You will also
be able to study for vocational courses and other Science related courses such as Veterinary nursing, P.E. and
Leisure and Engineering. You will have 10 lessons a fortnight.

The Course is 100% Examination with no coursework or controlled assessment. Students sit 6 one hour 45
minute examinations, two in Biology, two in Chemistry and two in Physics.
