Lessons will be face-to-face teaching in school during the school day. Sometimes lessons run 
after school but that is dependent upon the teacher's timetable. If I have enough students 
having lessons in one instrument I can rotate the lessons, otherwise lessons will be at the 
same time each week.

20 minute individual £12.50 per lesson. £425 per academic year. 5 payments of £85.  

30 minute individual £18.50 per lesson. £629 per academic year. 5 payments of £125.80.

 If a student fails to attend a lesson without a justified reason, this lesson is 
chargeable. Refunds will not be offered 
 Attendance at music lessons is monitored and missed lessons will result in a text 
home 
 If the teacher is not able to deliver the lesson then every effort will be made to 
rearrange the lesson for another agreed time 
 If the student is involved in a school trip or sporting event or exam, it is the 
responsibility of the student to ensure a minimum of 2 weeks’ notice is given to Ms 
Cross to arrange a swap 
 Students missing a lesson without notice due to a school trip or event will still be 
charged 
 Students are asked to write their lesson times into their planner 
 Students will be expected to participate in extra-curricular ensembles as appropriate 
 If lessons are no longer wanted for any reason, please inform both finance 
finance@carrhill.lancs.sch.uk & Ms Cross ccross@carrhill.lancs.sch.uk giving a minimum 
of ½ term notice.
